When does registration begin?
Registration will begin on March 27th for the 2023 summer camp. 

Register before May 15th .

What is the schedule for Allegro Summer 

Camp

Camp runs Monday – Friday for 6 weeks.

Week 1: June 19- June 23 

Week 2: June 26 – June 30

Week 3: July 3 - July 7 * No Camp July 4th

Week 4: July 10 – July 14

Week 5: July 17 – July  21 

Week 6: July 24 – July 28

What age groups are eligible to enroll in 

Allegro Summer Camp program?

Allegro Summer Camp serves campers in grades from Kinder to 8th Grade.

What is the enrollment capacity?

Allegro Summer Camp has a maximum capacity of 150 campers.



Where will the camp sessions take place?

Camp will take place at St. Michael’s school grounds.

When is payment due?

Registration Payment is due at the time of registration and must be paid by May 15th. 

Weekly tuition payment is due on Monday at drop off.  We are unable to offer payment 

plans. 

Will there be a final performance for 

invited guests at the end of each session?

Yes. All camps will culminate in a final sharing for invited guests.

Will my child eat their lunch at camp?

Lunch break starts at noon. Campers will be able to buy lunch, provided the complete 

the lunch order on Mondays and full charge is paid to the cafeteria.

Campers are encouraged to bring a snack that doesn’t require refrigeration or heating.

What should my child bring to camp?

Campers are required to wear camp T-shirts. Morning sessions take place indoors. 

Afternoon activities will generally take place outdoors when the weather permits.
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When can I drop off and pick up my 

child from camp?

Regular Camp:

Drop-off and pick-up will occur at 8:00 and 5:30 pm.

Are you offering before and after camp 

care?

Yes! We offer before and after camp care.

Before-care drop-off time 7:30 to 8:00 am for $10 per week *

After-care pick-up time 5:30 to 6:00 pm for $20 per week*

*Families must pay the total amount per week regardless of how many days they 

use the service.

Who is teaching the Allegro Summer

Teaching Artists and Performers will teach each session. All Teaching staff have 

experience working with young students and are exceptional artists and educators.
